At the Lakes 

Did you wonder why the balls that 

cleared the water hazards but 

rolled back in, were allowed to be 

dropped on the green  side of the 

water? We cannot do this on the 

7th at Windsor. 

Answer : The lines on the green 

side were RED (lateral hazard). If 

the ball lands beyond the red line 

but rolls back in, you may drop 

within two club lengths of where 

the ball crossed the line not nearer 

the pin. At Windsor the line is 

YELLOW, so this option is not 

available.
